I don't know how many of you use " Forward Day by Day" as part of your daily devotions,
but just let me say, it is a very good and often thought provoking way to start your day.
Over the years I have kept the small books, marking certain pages that contain thoughts or
sayings that spoke to me. So this month I am going to share some of them with you.

From Tuesday, June 3rd, 2014. Bible reading is Ephesians 3: 20. " to him who by the power
at work within us is able to accomplish abundantly far more than all we can ask or imagine-
----- From the writer for that month--------When I pray, I spend a lot of energy on getting the
words right. Whether I'm praying out loud or in my heart, somehow I need to say exactly
the right thing. Often I get so tangled up in saying it right, I don't say anything at all! (How
true is this!). God knows what we need. God knows what the people we pray for need. "I
have come to give you life abundant".
